Areas of Study:  Year 12
Option 1C – The Tudors: 

This year you will look at how the Tudor reign began 

and how Henry VII consolidated and secured his rule 

from threats both domestic and abroad. You will also 

delve into the reign of Henry VIII and analyse the 

features and changes throughout his reign such as 

his Break with Rome, influence of his advisors and 

rebellions

Option 2G – The Birth of America:

You will broaden your political and international 

understanding by looking at British imperialism and its 

impact in America, culminating in the ideas behind 

their move towards independence

You will delve into Military History by exploring the 

War of Independence then shift towards more 

political themes by studying how America as a 

nation was set up and constructed to create the 

political system in use today
