▪ Spanish A-Level is taught jointly with Poole Grammar. Therefore 
the groups are mixed with students from both schools. Lessons 
are also split between Parkstone and Poole Grammar

▪ Students work on all four language skills, Speaking, Reading, 
Writing and Listening equally and learn to respond to a variety of 
texts both in writing and orally. 

▪ The final exam will test all four skills

▪ Class work and homework usually involve:
▪ Preparation of a text / an oral presentation
▪ Written / Grammar exercises
▪ Listening / Reading exercises
▪ Speaking tasks
▪ Research of a topic area (sometimes to present to the class)

▪ In addition each cycle students are expected to undertake a 
programme of Self Supported Study. 

▪Throughout Year 13, students carry out their research project
